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Introduction

This short review document takes account of the legal requirements, including the SEN Code of Practice 2001 which clearly defines the roles and responsibilities of SENCOs in determining the strategic development of SEN policy and provision (see 5.30 and 6.32). The document supports the evaluation of the impact of the previous year’s developments and the plans for raising the achievement of pupils in the coming year; provision, funding and monitoring arrangements; and future developments. The document provides supporting evidence for the school’s Self-Evaluation Form (SEF). It is intended to be a working document and should fit into your school’s cycle of development, monitoring and evaluation.

To enable the Local Authority to carry out its duties with regard to the expenditure of funding for SEN and the provision for pupils with special needs, the document may be included in conversations with the school in the future. 
The Special Educational Needs (Provision of Information by Local Education Authorities) (England) Regulations 2001, require Local Authorities to publish information on SEN provision, including what support will be provided by the authority and what schools are expected to provide from their delegated budgets.  It recommends that all local authorities:
· develop systematic accountability arrangements

· base these on school self-review and focus on pupil outcomes and thresholds for support and challenge

· avoid placing an unnecessary bureaucratic burden on schools
· provide schools with a budget statement that shows clearly how Additional Educational Needs (AEN) and SEN resources are calculated
